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Your Bicycle Safety program may include an assembly, video viewing, helmet promotion and fitting, a bike rodeo, a poster contest, and safety literature.

The following agencies will assist you in developing a bicycle safety program:

UNINCORPORATED AREAS:

Sheriff's Dept., 681-4100. Ask for  Mark Williams. They offer an excellent bike rodeo with bike safety checks done by Bicycle Bob's. It is a sophisticated production that includes some pedestrian education and has many stations, even a working traffic light.

It can be an all day event, or it can be done in about 3 hours.

 Call Bicycle Bob's at 682-4699 to schedule your event.

California Highway Patrol, 967-1234, ask for the Community Relations officer. They do safety presentations and bike rodeos.

CITY OF GOLETA:

Sheriff's Dept. only, see above.

CITY OF SANTA BARBARA:

Santa Barbara Police Department, 897-2300. Ask for Community Relations

AAA Auto Club, 682-5811, ask for Sally Zink. They have a video library and a bicycle safety testing unit. For the testing unit, call John, several months ahead of time, (714) 885-2083.

County Health Services, 681-5274, has a selection of traffic safety videos for you to check out. They also offer free or reduced price helmets. Ask for Chris Greenfield.

Certified Bike Instructors are available to teach courses on or off campus. Call Dru van Hengel, 564-5544 or Jessica Scheeter, 875-3562. They also assist with bike rodeos.

To set up a bike rodeo, you need to start about 6 weeks ahead of time. 

1. Introduce the idea to your principal and get some possible dates.

2. Call the parties you want to invite and find a date they can all make. The AAA testing unit needs to be reserved several months in advance.

3. About a month before your event, start advertising it in the school newsletter. A large sign in front of the school also helps.

4. Acquaint the teachers with your plans at least a week ahead of time, remind your principal.

5. You will need at least 6 parent volunteers.
